*Residents must unload their own materials (carts are available to use) and sign a certification form
when dropping off electronics; this form states materials are NOT from a business. (form is online).

1) Electronics (including TVSs)

Acceptable items

- Computers* and all peripherals (limit 2 systems per vehicle)
- Copiers (only small, HOUSEHOLD, tabletop copiers are accepted)

- DVD players

- Electronic game consoles (Nintendo, Xbox, etc.)
- Fax machines

- Phones

- Stereos (including speakers)

- Television sets
-VCRs

Unacceptable items not taken at C3, are accepted at the transfer stations,
Rock Cut and Ley Creek:

- Small appliances: microwaves, toasters, blenders, toaster ovens, etc.
- Large appliances: ovens, dishwashers, refrigerators, washers, dryers

- Dehumidifiers
- Humidifiers

- Space Heaters
- Fans

- Tires

If you have electronics, in good working condition (including TVs), an alternate "disposal”
option, is to offer them for free to the local community for reuse. How you ask? Try one of

the many online material exchange sites available. Check out the sites listed here, such
as AroundAgain, FreeCycle and ReUselt and give your electronics a new home!

2) Fluorescent Bulbs
Acceptable fluorescents include 4 ft tubes, compact fluorescents or CFLs,
u-shaped and circular bulbs from residents.

3) Batteries
Acceptable household batteries include: A, AA, AAA, AAAA, C, and D cells, 6-
volt, 9-volt, button batteries (from watches and hearing aids), and rechargeable
nickel-cadmium batteries, such as those in cell phones, cordless phones and
power tools.
Unacceptable batteries include: Wet cell batteries or lead-acid batteries, for
example: car, boat, house alarm batteries, etc.

4) Books
Residents must unload and then separate their hard cover from their soft cover
books at C3.

5) Cell Phones
All types of cell phones and their cords/chargers are accepted. These items
are donated to Cell Phones for Soldiers who has them remanufactured into
new components or recycled. The proceeds are then sent, in the form of pre-
paid cell phone cards, to U.S. soldiers currently serving overseas.

6) Smoke Detectors
If you are unable to return these to the original manufacturer; please bring
them to C3 for proper disposal.

Introducing Angel Food Ministries

Before you get excited about the possibilities of your Congregational Care Team delivering light,
fluffy cakes on each of our visits, let us explain what Angel Food Ministries is all about.

Angel Food Ministries is a non-profit, non-denominational organization dedicated to providing high

quality, low cost groceries to communities throughout the United States. The program began in 1994

with 34 families in Monroe, Georgia, and has grown to serve hundreds of thousands of families

every month across 35 states. Angel Food Ministries crosses denominational lines and has spread

the good news of the gospel of Christ through | it

Angel Food is available in a quantity that can fit into a medium-sized box at $30 per unit. Each

month’ s menu is different than the previous month
an average retail value of approximately $60. Comparison shopping has been done across the

country in various communities using a wide range of retail grocery stores and has resulted in the

same food items costing from between $42 and $78.

Generally, one unit of food assists in feeding a family of four for about one week or a single senior
citizen for almost a month. The food is all the same high quality one could purchase at a grocery
store. There are no second-hand items, no damaged or out-dated goods, no dented cans without
labels, no day-old breads and no produce that is almost too ripe.

Also offered are specialty boxes such as steaks, chicken and pork. Many participants in this bonus
program appreciate the expanded choices. Additionally, there is no limit to the number of units or
bonus foods an individual can receive, and there are no applications to complete or qualifications to
which participants must adhere. Angel Food Ministries also participates in the U.S. Food Stamp
program, using the Off-Line Food Stamp Voucher system.

Locally there are several churches acting as distribution sites for Angel Food, the most familiar to us

being Robinson Memorial Presbyterian Church. We already have some members who order from,

and pick up their food at Robinson, and they can vouch for the quality and variety of the food

offered. To become a distribution site Robinson had to guarantee that they would meet a minimum

monthly quota of orders. Having done this, they now have their own Angel Food delivery and

di stribution team in place and a speci al “hotline
least three benefits from taking part in this program. Quality food at wonderful prices goes home with

folks of all income levels who might not otherwise eat as well. Folks around the community have

begun to associate Robinson with a caring outreach (dare we say evangelism?!) program and, the

church receives $1 per box of food that is ordered.
