GETTING READY FOR LENT: REFLECTING ON SACRIFICE

| write this as the congregation has just finished its meeting,
voting with much pain to accept the budget as presented by the Board
— a budget formed in response to a changing economy, and changing
congregational demographics. You should also know, if you don’t
already, that the Board, having prayerfully reflected, listened and
talked, calculated and recalculated, presented this budget without joy.
They do believe it is the most responsible balancing of current known
needs and resources available to the congregation at this time. They
are convinced that it is a necessary one for this time and place, so
that we might position ourselves for continuing and expanding ministry
in the years ahead.

As the letter from your moderator and me indicated, this budget has no small impact on the
staff, particularly the non-clergy staff. You will hear again and again from every Board member,
from the Staff Support Committee, from the moderator and from me that these reductions are in no
way a reflection on the performance, abilities or commitment of your staff. As we know from every
work setting, there are, in addition to the financial implications, many emotions and responses to
such personally experienced changes and each and every one of us need to minister to one another
and particularly to the non-clergy staff during these days, encouraging, affirming and supporting.

As has happened to many institutions, the economic changes around us and the
demographic ones within UCF compel an examination of our priorities and how we do ministry. No
more than the budget is a reflection of staff value or performance, does the budget suggest that any
priorities established up to this date were wrong or mistaken. We do however need to be open to a
new thing, new possibilities and new ways of doing things. The Board believes this budget provides
time to reflectively consider those priorities and ways of doing things without undermining the
financial base on which the congregation’s life relies.

This is not a budget which reflects no hope for the future, but rather it is a sacrificial budget
through which we all commit ourselves to the hopeful future of UCF’s ministry. We do so in faithful
trust of the God who is always doing a new thing and is not done with us or UCF yet!

Even as we make hard choices, let our conversations in the year ahead be marked with
mutual respect and regard, careful listening, acts of compassion and reconciliation that regard
relationships as one of our great resources. Let them be notable for an absence of rancor and
partisan politics that we so abhor in the national arena. The way we have these conversations is as
important as their content. In such ways the light of the world can shine through us even in
challenging times.

Find the extraordinary in “Ordinary Time”
In the midst of winter in CNY, we are also in the season of Ordinary Time,
between Epiphany and Lent. After the festive times of Advent and
Christmas, this is a time in the church year for considering what it really
means to follow Christ. The Sundays of this season focus on many
aspects of faith, especially the mission of the church in the world.
February Gospel lectionary readings include the calling of the disciples and
several healing stories. The season ends with the transfiguration (Feb.
22), a bridge between Jesus' public ministry and his passion, when Jesus
sets his face to go to Jerusalem and the cross. At the end of February we
gather to mark Ash Wednesday and begin the season of Lent. Invite a
friend to worship for this extraordinary season!

— “Beneath the
cross of Jesus”....

In addition to
strengthened relationships through shared story, the group’s goal is develop a vocabulary
and awareness of issues surrounding these decisions in order to be better equipped for
those times when we will be called on to respond to such important questions.

The “Eclipsing Empire” DVD discussion series, which started last fall, will resume with Part 7
of this 12-part series. “Eclipsing Empire” was produced by Marcus Borg and John Dominic
Crossan (who were prominently featured in the previous two DVD series, ‘Living the
Questions” and “Saving Jesus”). “Eclipsing Empire” will focus on the work and message of
Paul, author of the Epistle to the Romans and many of the other epistles in the New
Testament. This series explores fresh insights into Paul’s message of the Kingdom of God,
its challenge to Roman imperial theology, and the apostle’s radical relevance for today. We
urge you to attend even if you have not previously attended.

A Letter from the Board Moderator

Folks:

For those who missed the annual congregational meeting on Jan 25"
just a quick summary of what happened. The Board had brought a
balanced budget which included 8% cuts to almost every line item of the budget. Obviously, we
can’t cut costs like heat, insurance, etc., but cuts were proposed in program budgets and non-clergy
staffing hours to arrive at a balanced budget. The congregation voted to approve the budget, but
amended it with the following option:

Knowing that if pledges are not increased non-clergy staff hours would be cut by 10% yielding an
8% decreases in staffing costs.

The congregation approved a motion that would allow those who are willing and able to designate
their increased pledges to restore staffing hours.

This is an opportunity to re consider your pledge and commitment to UCF. The Board is committed
to trying to live within the bounds of what we the congregation so generously provide. To that end
the Board will be looking very intentionally at our programming and mission priorities and trying to
balance staffing requirements and volunteer support with the resources available to meet these
priorities.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Financial statistics for the month of December 2008 are as follows:

This chart shows real dollars

December Year to Date
Income $30,965. $268,552.
Expenses $23,990. $275,085.
Difference $6,975. $(6,533.)

For December, income was ahead of expenses by $6,975. This decreases our deficit for the
year to $6,533.

Overall for 2008 we did better than expected. Income was just shy of our expected amount by
$873, but expenses were behind our expected amount by $2,882. We had expected a deficit for
the year of $8,542, but ended up better than expected at a deficit of $6,533.

The above chart compares pledge and plate giving as a percent of the budgeted amount for the
year. If income was steady throughout the year and met projections, we would expect to see
numbers at about 100 percent through December. We ended the year ahead of expected
income in these categories.
