  BE PART OF A TRIAL EVENT 
WELCOMING AREA CHILDREN AND YOUTH TO UCF  

ON FRIDAY, MARCH 16, FROM 9AM TO 3PM. 
 
Born in the expressed desires of congregation members, with the 
encouragement of the Board, the staff has developed a proposal for 
a one day event on a school holiday for students.  It is open to our 
children, their friends, schoolmates and invitations will go out to 
our neighbors.    
 
Think of it as a one-day Vacation Bible School or Day Camp with 
age-appropriate activities.  There will be concurrent programs:  

              Children from 1st through 8th grades (with older children partnering 
with adults in leadership roles) with crafts, games, music and activities, while youth 9th through 12th grades 
share a day of drama, games and music. 
 
Our Youth Director, Jimmy Doan will be taking a day off from his other job to lead the Youth Day; Hugh Jones 
will be taking time from his other job to provide musical leadership and, of course, our Director of Children’s 
Ministries and I will be here all day, as well.  
 
We are happy to design and offer this program; but, obviously, four of us cannot do it alone.  It can only be a 
ministry of the whole church.  Help is needed with recruiting, registration, advertising and communications, 
hospitality and food, and activities throughout the day.  (Please note: Fundraising is not on the list.  There is a 
budget for this program.)  Some of these tasks can be done at home or before the day, others on the day.   
Some require as little as a one-hour commitment. 
 
What is most needed right now are coordinators of these different areas (one person or two) to contact me 
to say they would oversee one area.  We and our to-be-named-as-soon-as-they-volunteer coordinators 
need to know by February 12 whether UCF is able to sponsor this day. (February 12 is Youth Sunday – a 
wonderful day to remember why we serve to children and youth and what they give to us and the community) 
 
UCF wants to be of service to the community in traditional and new ways.  It wants to be a positive and 
celebrative witness of the power of faith, and to be able to experiment with programs in a changing world.  
UCF wants to grow and maintain its membership. This day is an opportunity for you to be part of all of that.   
It promises to be a day of high energy, positive experience, laughter, learning and getting to know one another 
and our neighbors.  DON’T MISS IT!

February 26th worship music will feature Mr. David Griffiths as soloist with the UCF Choir.  David is a 
singer with a rich and powerful baritone voice who is highly regarded internationally as a musically 
sensitive performer.  Mr. Griffiths holds degrees in both music and theology from Columbia Union College 
and a Masters of Music in Vocal Performance from The Peabody 
Conservatory of Johns Hopkins University.  A prolific composer and 
accomplished pianist, he has gained widespread recognition in addition 
to singing for his more than 300 compositions, his success as a teacher of 
both piano and voice, and skill in the recording studio.  His recent 
performances have been as featured soloist with the Paul Hill Chorale 
and at the Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts, Washington, DC.  
Recently awarded the honor of the International Singer Songwriter 
Association’s Christian Songwriter of the year.  David lives with his wife 
Monique and son David Jr. in Silver Spring, Maryland. 
 
The UCF Choir is beginning to practice for Easter and Canatata music for April.  This year our Easter 
Music will be accompanied by brass and timpani.  Our Cantata is John Rutter’s Requiem.  If you’re

HOW YOU CAN ENHANCE UCF’S MINISTRY WITH JUST $40.85 FOR  
EACH PERSON IN YOUR HOUSEHOLD.  
 
On boxes of pledge envelopes, you have seen the note that this year’s “per capita” is $40.85 per 
communicant member. This is the amount the PC(USA) has calculated is necessary to sustain the ongoing 
operations of the denomination at presbytery, synod and General Assembly levels.  It is an opportunity 
for all to participate equally in sharing the cost of the coordination and evaluation of mission, and of 
performing ecclesiastical, legislative and judicial functions.  
 
While the American Baptist Church does not establish a specific amount, it does request that the church 
contribute to the United Mission budget. This supports mission and ministry work of the church through 
congregational and regional resources such as: Prayer and Witness, Renewal and Worship, Pastors and 
Lay Leaders, Christian Education, Stewardship and Tithing, Church Planting and Camps and Conferences.  
 
The PC(USA) recognizes that we are a united church and calculates its expectations of per capita receipts 
based on half our membership. It has been UCF’s practice to collect the full amount and divide it equally 
between our two historic traditions.   
 
Each year, the UCF Board requests that as households are able they  pay the per capita of $40.85 for each 
person in the household who is a communicant member of the church, above their pledge commitment.  
Please indicate that the amount is for per capita giving.   We pay this amount for each communicant 
member, (this includes confirmed children) whether or not they choose or are able to pledge.  Further, 
every person who is a participant in our communal life benefits from the services and opportunities, 
whether or not they have officially joined the church.  If you cannot give the full amount, or are in a 
position to pay for someone who is unable to and could make an additional gift, it would be so noted and 
appreciated.  

UCF pays any remaining amount from our operating 
budget. Otherwise this money is available to go to 
enhancing our local ministry and mission. Both 
denominations not only have been instrumental in 
our mission by providing resources for our programs, 
but through them UCF is empowered to serve the 
wider world in cooperation with Christians 
everywhere.

       Thanks to the generosity of the United Church of Fayetteville family, the Syracuse University Brass Ensemble, the UCF 
Handbell Choir and friends, UCF raised $1,750 at its Brass and Bells Concert, and another $1,815 in our Christmas 
envelopes!  This money will be used to provide St. Joseph’s Elementary School with a playground and clean water 
system.    

 
 During Christmas break parents and teens from St. James Roman Catholic Church in Cazenovia and Eastern Hills Bible 

Church, members of our CNY Alliance for Haiti, traveled with Bob Hood to meet students who attend St. Joseph’s School. 
This life-changing trip allowed them to play soccer with the children, attend to some medical needs at the clinic, worship 
at St. Ives, skin yukka plants, work in vegetable gardens with local families, help students and teachers become more 
computer literate and visit an orphanage.

        In January, Marilyn Cornell, a member of our Cayuga-Syracuse Presbytery Educational Haitian Mission and Ministry 

Team, went to Fort Myers, FL to attend a week of training at ECHO (Educational Concerns for Hunger Organization), a 
non-profit, inter-denominational Christian organization with a demonstration farm. ECHO exists to help those working 
internationally with the poor be more effective in area of agriculture! Their vision is:  "Honoring God through 
Sustainable Hunger Solutions."  Bob Hood and we were able to drive to Fort Myers to visit ECHO and debrief Marilyn. 
We were more than impressed and can really see a chance to use this empowering knowledge at St Joseph’s with the 
children.  We also visited with former UCF members Loren and Debbie Dawley who send their greetings.  Their Florida
