April income was well behind expenses by more than $7,600, while May income was ahead of

expenses by more than $2,200. For the year income is behind expenses by more than $3,100.

The above chart compares pledge and plate giving as a percent of the budgeted amount for the
year. If income was steady throughout the year and met projections, we would expect to see
numbers at about 42 percent through May, so we are right on track in this category.

Renovation Committee has been hard at work, meeting almost every
other week to execute this exciting project. Some details of the plan
were modified for cost and ease of installation. However, we will be
maintaining the big plan of having two large raised beds with surrounding
shorter beds. The shorter beds will be calledthe Chil dr ends Gar den
planted by them (under supervision) each year. We have people
researching the use of plants with biblical names or of biblical
significance in this space. We will continue to use the cantilevered
umbrellas and an all weather table in the center of the garden once the
pavers are in place.

Donations of time will be needed for clearing weeds and leveling the area, laying retaining wall bricks,
and laying pavers, so watch for sign- up sheets. Donations of money can be made as a general gift or
towards the purchase of specific items. We will be making our needs of specific items known as they
arise so as to provide the opportunity to contribute a concrete item. All money donations should be sent
to the Memorials Committee and clearly labeled as use for the Memorial Garden Renovation Fund.

Cayuga Syracuse Presbytery Restructures

The Member Congregations of the Presbytery of Cayuga Syracuse received a June 16 letter from Elder
Dan DeBrucker, Moderator of the Coordinating Council, about impending changes in the structure of the



Presbytery. Portions of the letter are printed below and the full text is posted on the bulletin board
outside the church office.

“Through out this year, and a couple years prior, the Coordinating Council has been carefully examining
the operations and the effectiveness of the Presbytery ... Our Mission Action Plan (MAP), adopted by the
Presbytery, has challenged us to review our policies on staffing, and to create a balanced budget that will
allow the Presbytery to continue serving our congregations in mission... In January 2009, the
Coordinating Council recommended to the Presbytery a plan to engage a Staffing Rationale Task Force.
The charge of the Task Force was to examine the current paid and volunteer staff positions, in
comparison to our neighboring presbyteries and throughout the denomination. The Task Force
suggested this information be passed out to our Clergy and Commissioners to the Presbytery for review
and to allow a chance for listening and discussion. Later in May, at our Presbytery meeting, the
recommendations were read, discussion was held and the Presbytery voted to adopt the
recommendations...Change is always difficult. The recommendations included moving to a different
model of leadership in our Presbytery, initially requiring particular skills in moving organizations through
transition. The Staffing Rationale Task Force is continuing to meet, and will be bringing
recommendations regarding staffing the Presbytery office. Discussions with neighboring presbyteries
about ways to share resources also continue. In October 2009 we will be saying goodbye to our brother
the Rev. David Johnson, as we begin a new chapter in the direction of the Presbytery. David has been a
valuable person in our Presbytery for over a decade, and represented us well... More information will be
forthcoming about the presbytery-wide celebration of David’s ministry with us, as we say “thank you...”

As you can see, these changes in the Presbytery, also have great impact on the Johnsons, a family
active in our congregation. Let us be supportive prayerfully and with whatever means we can as Barb,
Amy and David negotiate these changes.
