Every other year UCF youth and families take a trip to Nightwatch at the Cathedral of 
St. John the Divine. Attending this offers: a candlelight meditation utilizing the vast 
Cathedral space and a quality worship experience, celebrating the Eucharist at the high 
altar; a demonstration of the great organ while Nightwatchers have the Cathedral to 
themselves; a daytime tour of the Cathedral, highlighting the story of the Cathedral as 
well as Christian tradition as it is embodied in the building; and a chance for youth from 
different churches and denominations to meet one another in an atmosphere of games, 

music and learning: an opportunity to experience the Cathedral through one of its many ministries. This 
year 54 youth, pre-seekers, and adults will travel together for this great event. Youth & families from 
Trinity, Immaculate Conception, and St Ann’s in the Fayetteville/Manlius area as well as Pebble Hill, 
Dewitt, and Erwin Methodist in Syracuse are part of that group. Having intra-church events strengthens 
the youth’s personal strength of faith and expands their faith group to a wider community at school and 
other outside church activities. We are all very excited about attending Nightwatch this March. 

 

Prayer Candles  - The youth will be offering prayer Candles to be lit during the Maundy Thursday 
Service. These Prayer Candles can be in memory of a loved one, a petition, a prayer of gratitude, or a 
prayer of confession. Consider employing this way of praying to God this Holy Week. The Prayer 
Candles will be set outside and around the exterior of the church as an outward and visible sign of God’s 
love for us in church and in our community.

UCF is in need of volunteer chaperones in order to attend. Please contact Victoria if you are interested. 
 

REACH is also looking for troubleshooters and volunteers this year.  Volunteers must be 18 years or 
older.  Volunteers are not placed on a worksite, but will instead have a specific area that they will be 
assigned to, to help the camp run more smoothly.  Volunteers will work with the Logistics Manager for 
general duties as assigned and will be performing tasks with the Summer Staff in a wide variety of duties 
ranging from envelope stuffing, gym clean-up, cleaning bathrooms, removing trash and other customer 
service related tasks.  Volunteers will be charged $100 for their registration fee to cover food, insurance, 
and lodging expenses at the school. This fee will be charged to all volunteers. Troubleshooters oversee a 
grouping of sites and serve as a construction foreman or expert overseeing all work being done. 
Troubleshooters are not charged for registration, food, insurance or lodging. Volunteers and 
Troubleshooters are also required to complete background checks before attending camp.  Again, let

 Association of Presbyterian Christian Educators Co nference Report  

Thank you  all for your support in sending me to the Annual Association of 
Presbyterian Christian Educators Conference in Nashville this past January. I 
learned new approaches and thinking about faith and teaching faith as well as 

skills for maintaining and building strong youth programs. One fact I learned was the average length of 
employment for youth workers in any church is 18 months. I started here in August of 2008 so I have 
now just surpassed that average!! I will be offering a class in late April or May, during Adult Forum (9-
10:25), of the benefits and dangers of today’s technological social networks i.e  Facebook, texting, 
twitter, MySpace, etc. I will offer a template for a covenant of use between children and parents; discuss 
the benefits, dangers and safety controls; explain how to sign up and navigate pages, and perhaps 
answers some questions.  We will look at some actual sites. This class is intended for all parents and 
mentors, youth and tweeners, and anyone who may use a computer or cell phone.  

I also took a class on theological thinking modes from John McClure that was based on his book 
Claiming Theology in the Pulpit (co-authored with Burton Z Cooper, Westminster John Knox Press, 
2003). It was an enlightening class bringing new thinking to ways of my own theological thinking and 
insights into others’ ways of thinking. I will marry this to my studies of Howard Gardiner’s teachings on 
multiple intelligences and learning styles. This will undoubtedly greatly enhance my class teaching. 
Perhaps, when I’m finished reading McClure’s book and studying his ideas, I will be able to offer an adult 
forum on these ideas.  

Amy Grant was the featured musician, and enjoyed by all. The Rev. Carla Pratt Keyes was the inspiring 
worship leader and it was fabulous listening to Rev. Michael Lindvall read from his books The Good 
News from North Haven, and Leaving North Haven.  He is currently serving at the Brick Presbyterian 
Church in NYC. His stories are delightful, humorous and toughing.  Pick up a copy from Cokesbury, if 
you are interested in a great book of short stories depicting the fictional life of a rural church. Perhaps, 
the youth will visit the Brick Presbyterian Church and the Rev. Michael Lindvall on Sunday while we are 
in NY for Nightwatch.   
 

Nashville, better known as Music City, was a fun city to tour including such places as the downtown 
Presbyterian Church decorated in the Egyptian Revival Style, the Upper Room and of course the Ryman 
and Hall of Fame. It was also, shall I say, interesting, to be in Nashville for their not so usual snow.  They 
really don’t have any idea how to handle it. I did see Nashville’s plow. (Note that is singular.)  I observed 
adults sledding on a hill that was less than 5 feet high and a very gentle slope, and they were having a 
blast! I guess it is all a matter of prospective.  Watch for a few of my trip photos at the UCF Talent show 
in March. 
 

I would also like to especially thank Sarah Given and Morgan Kuhns for teaching Sunday Morning class 
while I was away.
