History of UCFôs Handbells 

This year marks the 24
th
 anniversary of the UCF Schulmerich Handbells, made in 

Sellersville, Pennsylvania.  The three octave set of English handbells, purchased 
in 1985, were given in memory David Harrington, Cornelia Kerslake, David Volles.  
In 2002 we added 2 treble bells in memory of Joe Clintsman, and in 2007 we 
completed the 4

th
 octave of bells with the addition of 10 new bells, both bass and 

treble, in memory of Marie Mou.  Before 1985 the church had a set of Petit and 
Friesen handbells, but it is not clear when those were purchased.  The handbell ministry has not 
only enlivened and enriched worship and community events, but has also provided a ministry for 
youth and adults in which to participate.  
  

Although handbells trace their history to ancient China, English handbells resulted from the large 
swinging bells that are often heard ringing in church towers. In the 18th century, the bell ringers 
needed to practice in the church towers, which meant the whole town heard the music...and the 
mistakes! To overcome this problem, smaller bells were created, allowing church musicians to 
practice their craft indoors, and only play the larger tower bells when they wanted the people in the 
village to hear the beautiful ringing.  The interest in handbells as a modern instrument over the past 
50 years, especially in the US, has led to a wealth of new music written especially for handbells and 
many fine regional, national and international conferences and continuing education events.  UCF is 
a member of the American Guild of English Handbell Ringers.

Board Highlights from the April 21, 2009 meeting 
 

PCC Report: A temporary committee (Dennis Baldwin, Cindy Burke, and Brenda Hines) is reviewing 

our current child abuse policy and will recommend changes shortly.  The PCC met with Catherine Gerard 
from the Maxwell School to prepare for the UCF Board retreat scheduled for April 25, 2009. 

Pastorôs Report: Rev. Even presented a written pastorôs report and noted that the Board will meet with 
members of the Seekersô class in preparation for confirmation on May 3.  Members of the Board noted 
that Holy Week worship services and the Lenten programs were very well received. 

Finance:  Income and expenses look good for the first quarter of this year, but income during the 

balance of this year is unlikely to be as high because some contributions were lump-sum payments. A 
$25,000 payment was recently made toward the mortgage for the access project. We expect to pay off 
the mortgage in full before taking on any other projects. Steve Harrison will report to the congregation on 
May 3 on the status of the Capital Campaign.  The next use of capital campaign funds will be for a new 
heating system.  The Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer were authorized to assume the duties of the 
Financial Secretary until the Jan 2010 congregational meeting. The Board voted that when there is a 
request for a special offering for an immediate purpose, the request must include a voucher authorizing 
disbursement of the funds to be collected.  

Buildings and Grounds Committee: The Board authorized spending $550 to engage an engineer in 

heating, ventilation, & air conditioning to conduct a study to recommend the most appropriate technology 
to install to replace the present heating system, including geo-thermal heating and/or solar 
heating/electric collectors.  Stu Woodcock has authorized an energy audit of the United Church building 
at a cost of $100.  The Adult Forum presentation on May 17 will be conducted by a representative of 
GreenHomes America, a local energy efficiency company and will address options to make residential 
and commercial buildings more energy efficient.  Stu Woodcock has organized a meeting for April 22 to 
address restoring the Memorial Garden.  Several youth from the church have indicated a willingness to 
assist in this project.  

Membership: The United Church has received letters from Joe and Cara Steiner and Lindsay 

Rosbrook asking to be placed on the inactive member list.  The Steinerôs stated that are exploring other 
options to attend a church closer to their home in Syracuse, and that they intend to fulfill their financial 
commitments for 2009. Lindsay Rosbrook no longer lives in the Fayetteville area.  Hal Appleby has 
requested that his name be removed from the rolls of the United Church.  The Board voted to accept 
Shar and Jim Horton into membership.  Shar and Jim, friends of Scott & Gloria Manuel and recently 
retired, and have moved to Fayetteville. 

Worship and Spiritual Life Committee: The Board authorized creation of Memorial Fund for Indoor 

Flowers to replace several existing flower funds, and to transfer $500 to this fund from the other flower 
funds.  This new fund will be used to make purchases of flowers for special occasions (Xmas & Easter).    

Congregational Care: Home communion will be provided on the afternoon of May 3.  

Nominating Committee: Nominations for Elders to be presented to the Congregation on April 26: 

Chris Harrison (Buildings & Grounds); Bonnie Lang (Evangelism and Membership); Beth Krauss (Staff 
Support); Toni Hines and Laura Boland (Youth Elder); Denny Baldwin (member at large of the 
Nominating Committee, a non-Board position). 

Adult Education: Norm Hatt reported on the results of the survey taken of the church membership 

regarding adult education at the United Church in October 2008. 

Planning Retreat:  All Board and staff members were invited to attend the planning retreat on April 25.   

Presbytery Youth Korea Trip: Susie Spencer; Ellen Sweder; Drew Craft; and Sam Graniero have 

been invited to participate in the Presbytery-sponsored trip to South Korea in July 2009. 

Retirement of Alice Hatt: A letter from Alice Hatt, stating that she would retire from her position as 

Minister of Music and Worship, effective August 31, 2009 was distributed.  Moderator David DeHority 
said that this letter filled him with great sadness, and that the UCF needed to begin planning for a
