COMMITMENT - SHY?

From the first pages of Hebrew Scripture through the gospel
records of the Jesus’ teaching, we are reminded of the gracious
gifts of God that come to us in all forms: creation, and human
relationships, God’s word, God’s Son, our community of faith, and
all the resources of personal gifts of the Spirit, of time, energy and
money. The collective term for that extended conversation about
our relationship to God, and the obligation of responsible care for
God’s gifts, for one another and for the world is “stewardship.” While most of us think of money,
stewardship is actually a much broader concept. However, if the truth be told, Scripture speaks
more often, more clearly and directly about expectations of what we do with our money than we
typically do in the church today. We know that, and so the word “stewardship” makes us
nervous.

There is another word that makes us nervous, especially in the current climate: that word is
“‘commitment.” We name all the insecurities of our lives — our health, our finances, our
relationships, our fears for the future and so hesitate to make a commitment — to marry, to rear
children, to serve, to share, to give ... When we feel ourselves becoming commitment —shy,
shifting our perspective may help.

As we anticipate the rhythms of stewardship season, considering our financial commitments, we
often focus on asking ourselves what we have we are willing to entrust to God through the
church’s work. That is the second question we need to ask ourselves. The first is “What has
God entrusted to us?” “What are the measures of God’s giving evident in our lives and our life
together?” It will not take much reflection for us to see that our God is not commitment-shy.
Our God pledged life itself on our behalf and has again and again demonstrated faithfulness to a
relationship with people of faith.

So, on November 9, let we who are made in God’'s image, leave nervousness and insecurity
behind, as we come together to celebrate Commitment Sunday, a day to deepen our trust in the

faithfulness and commitment of God and an opportunity to reflect that image into the world
through our mission and ministry at UCF.

He will discuss the proposed amendment to the
Presbyterian Book of Order, known as G-6.0106[b], which currently prohibits ordination of gay
and lesbian persons. |If this proposed amendment is adopted by a majority of presbyteries
nationwide, it will become the controlling law for the Presbyterian Church USA.

Nov. 23: Harlan London will perform and discuss African American Spirituals. Dr. London is
Professor Emeritus of Family Studies at Syracuse University and the former VP and Provost for
Academic Affairs at Syracuse University. Prof. London is a noted performer of African American
music and is an academic colleague of Joe Steiner.

Nov. 30: Advent Intergenerational Sunday for Adults and youth. This event will begin at 9:00
a.m. with refreshments, presentation by a Hebrew Prophet, and singing of carols. It will follow
with information about two local mission projects and an opportunity to create winter scarves of
polar fleece for distribution at the mission projects.
