Jubilee House Update 
Energy Improvement Project Underway 

 

As of September 17, we have submitted all the necessary 
papers to proceed with installing new insulation, a new energy 
efficient hot water heater, and compact fluorescent lighting at 
Jubilee House.  Approval of this project by NYSERDA will be 
required, but we do not anticipate any extensive delay, and 
hope that work may be commenced by mid October.  
NYSERDA will provide a subsidy of 50% of the cost of this 
project ($7,814).  The work will be carried out by GreenHomes 
America, a local company, formally known as EnTherm, which 
specializes in retrofitting homes to make them more energy 
efficient.  GreenHomes has estimated that the energy costs 
for Jubilee House should be reduced by about $600 per year. 

 

To date, we have received pledges and contributions totaling $2,041, and with the consent of the donors, 
$688 from unused funds in the Representation Fund will be applied to this project.  The remaining funds 
for the United Church’s portion of the cost of the project will come from the Refugee Fund set up by the 
Missions Committee and from the Jubilee House Fund. 

 

Peter O’Malley has agreed to replace Norm Hatt in overseeing the day-to-day needs of Jubilee House 
and will be involved in seeing that this project is properly carried out.
