Vivaldi’s “Gloria” - November 13 
The UCF Choir’s Fall Cantata will be conducted by Dr. James Spencer with Hugh Jones accompanying.  It will 
be presented as a musical offering to the Lord on Sunday, Nov. 13.  
 

Antonio Vivaldi (1678-1741) was the son of a professional violinist who may have 
been involved in operatic management. Vivaldi was trained for the priesthood and 
ordained in 1703 but soon after his ordination ceased to say Mass. In 1703 he 
was appointed maestro di violino at the Ospedale della Pietá, one of the Venetian 
girls orphanages; in 1718 he became maestro de′ concerti.  
 
Vivaldi wrote three choral selections with the title “Gloria” during his lifetime.  The 
one that our choir will be performing is the most popular of all Vivaldi’s “Gloria” 
variations.  This piece is more mature and original than its predecessors with 
many more harmony modification.

Wow, look what’s in store for the Adult Forum in October and November!   
 
 When was the last time you personally had a chance to ask questions from real experts on health insurance, our 
national health policy, the make-up and role of non-profit organizations in the United States?  We have some exciting 
speakers from the Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public Affairs joining us this fall, offering their expertise and in-
depth knowledge.  In addition, there will be an opportunity for a short-term Bible study and conversation with a local 
mission partner.  Check out the Adult Forum speakers for the months of October and November and join the group.  No 
previous experience needed!  Watch the bulletin and weekly emails for more complete information and programming in 

the weeks ahead. 
 
October 2nd: Non-profits in the US    Dr. David Van Slyke, Associate Professor, Department of Public Administration 
and International Affairs.  Nonprofits play a vital role in our nation’s life.  If you want to know more about "The Changing 
Nonprofit Landscape," what these changing roles are, how nonprofits get funded, and what the opportunities and 
threats are to them, then you'll want to come listen to Dr. Dave Van Slyke speak about what's happening locally 
and nationally, and what the trends are internationally for a range of social enterprise organizations. 

 
October 9th, 16th and 23rd:  The Gospel of Mark   The Reverend Dr. Linda Even, Pastor.  Dr. Even’s three forums will 
focus on the Gospel of Mark.  In December 2011, and for the following year, Mark becomes the dominant gospel in the 
lectionary cycle.  In other words, we’re likely to hear a number of sermons from this book in the upcoming year.  What 
do we know about this gospel?  What is its historic place in scripture and in the history of Christian preaching?  What are 
possible frameworks for understanding Mark and his message?  Why is the book the object of renewed scholarly 
interest, particularly in our time?  Deepen your understanding of Mark’s gospel and perhaps hear the upcoming sermons 
in a different light!  
 
October 30th: National Health Policy: Obamacare & the Budget   Dr. John Palmer, Dean Emeritus and Professor.  
Here’s your chance to talk with an expert about health care policy.  Prior to coming to Syracuse in 1988, Dr. Palmer 
served under numerous presidents in a variety of roles, dealing with social Security and studying and reporting on the 
nation’s fiscal future, as well as serving at other noted foundations and academic institutions. 

  
November 6th: The Changing American Health Care System   Dr. Thomas Dennison, Director, Lerner Center for 
Public Health and Professor of Practice in Public Administration and Health Services Management and Policy.  Have 
questions about the future of hospitals, nursing homes, and health care management and finance? Come listen to Dr. 
Thomas Dennison, one of the state's foremost experts on health care financing and management, long-term care, and 
home and community based care. He serves as Chair of the Commission for a Healthy Central New York; Chair of the 
Advisory Board of Health, Onondaga County Department of Health; and as a member of the Research Advisory Board of 
the Foundation for Long Term Care in Albany, New York.  

 
November 13th: Polarization and the Uncompromising Mindset   Dr. Joseph Julian, long time faculty member at 
SU and frequent presenter at the Adult Forum.   Interact with one of our most popular speakers, Joe Julian.  Joe’s wide 
and varied experience--years of teaching at SU, his work in post Soviet Union Europe coupled with his present leadership 
of graduate students--has allowed him to view and compare critically old and new currents of American thought.  Is 
“united we stand” changing to “the great divide?”  When does standing one’s ground become a danger?  Can you 
recognize when politics takes preeminence over the good of the nation? 

 



November 20th:  F-M Community Outreach   Linda Napier, Director, Fayetteville-Manlius Community Outreach, Inc., 
Manlius, New York.  Linda’s energetic and wonderful work has expanded far beyond the simple “food pantry” most of us 
have known.  Come learn what has changed in our community, why this has happened and how we can continue to help 
this needed local mission.  Many UCF members have become involved; find out why.  As we enter into the holiday 
season, this forum will provide an especially important perspective on our local neighbors in need.

UCF Clothing and Food Drive for F-M Families in Need! 
As we approach Thanksgiving, we begin to think of the many things in our lives for which we are 
thankful.  Among them:  family, friends, a warm home, warm clothes, food and so much more.  For 
some individuals in our community, this time can be one of struggle and sadness as the temperatures 
drop and they wonder how they will keep themselves or their children clothed and fed this coming 
winter. 
  
Over the summer, the FM food pantry provided over 4,000 meals to our hungry neighbors.  Based 
on Food Bank of CNY requirements, a family of 6 people receives 10 cans of vegetables and 12 cans 
of fruit each month.  This amounts to over 700 cans of vegetables and fruits are distributed each 
month at the FM pantry!  So they can always use cans of vegetables and fruits, as well as:
